Bring the following Prismacolor Pencils(let me know if you
need any color and I can pick them up for you):  Colorless Blender
Copenhagen BlueCrimson Lake
Indigo blue Scarlet Lake
Black Crimson Red
Cool Grey 90% Black Cherry
Cool Grey 50% Sienna Brown
Cool Grey 30% White
Cool Grey 20%

Above colors are for red and blue cups.  If you want to do the
top two cups in green, bring Dark Green and Olive green instead of
the red colors

Other Supplies:  Brush for pencil crumbs; white/light colored
graphite (grey graphite for egg shellpaper); battery-run eraser;
pencil sharpener; see-thru lined ruler; tracing paper, pencil and
stylus; clipboard or a hard surface to color on.

Mi-teintes royal blue or egg shell acid-free paper will be
supplied.

This piece is intended to focus on strokework. If you want to
change the color scheme, please do so, but know that you will
need to provide your own paints and you will need to be able
to work out the color scheme. Otherwise, the paints will be
provided. You will provide your own surface and basic acrylic
supplies. The design will fit on a 9” by 7” surface. I will bring a
few other sizes of patterns that will work. GOOD BRUSHES are
amustfor good strokework. For this project a #6 liner and a
#12 flat are needed, in addition to a few other brushes of your
choice. Have your piece basecoated in Jo Sonja’s Indian Red
Oxide. Any contrasting areas can be painted in Jo Sonja’s
Smoked Pearl or any equivalent. This is the perfect project for
those of you that wouldlike to try your brush at strokework or
for those of you that just love to stroke!
